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1. GENERAL COMMENTS

The main portion of the paper may be in
single or double columns. Please use 8 %" x
11" (standard American size) paper, and Arial,
Helvetica, or a similar font, in 10-point size.
Top margin setting is 1.5 in. (38 mm). Left
side, right side, and bottom margins settings
are 1 in. (25 mm). There is no page limit. Use
black type and single-line spacing.

Do not include an abstract. The abstract
that was submitted in late 2005 will be
published in a separate section of the
conference notebook at the meeting in April.

Please submit the paper in either Word or
WordPerfect format, but not PDF. File size of
the paper is limited to 5 MB. Name the file
with first author’'s last (family) name and one
unique word for the paper such as Holle-
Recreation.doc. E-mail the paper to
ildc@vaisala.com. You can also transmit the
electronic file wusing Vaisala’'s FileDepot
service. Go to filedepot.vaisala.com (ho www)
and follow the instructions under the section
“Start sending a file to Vaisala.”

2. FIGURES AND TABLES

Figures may range in width from a single
column to a full page. Note that the entire file
including figures and text must not exceed 5
MB. Figures may be placed at appropriate
places in the text, or grouped together at the
end of the paper. Captions are to be placed
directly below the corresponding figures
(Figure 1). Please remove company logos or
similar identification numbers. Figures are to
be numbered in the same order as they are
mentioned in the text.

Tables follow the same guidelines as
figures, except to place captions directly above
the tables (Table 1).

ILDC/ILMC is generally conforming to
standards for journals of the American
Meteorological Society.

The paper should end with a section of no
more than 300 words summarizing the results
of the presentation.

4. REFERENCES

List all references at the end of the paper
in alphabetical order by first author. When
referring to them in the text, type the
corresponding author surname followed by the
year of publication, such as Kempf and Krider
(2003) in the example below. Use the
referencing style shown by the American
Meteorological Society at www.ametsoc.org or
http://www.ametsoc.org/pubs/Authorsquide/ht
ml_vs/index.html. This site includes styles for
all types of publications.
